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There are exceptionally charming walks through the streets of the vil-

lage, handicrafts, shops and services, camping and restaurants and an 

activity centre on the banks of the river Dronne offers swimming, canoe-

ing, fishing and tennis. A delightful market is held each Sunday morning. 

Aubeterre sur Dronne has welcomed pilgrims (on their way to Santiago 

de Compostella), visitors and tourists for over 1000 years. 

One of the most impressive sights in 

Aubeterre is the monolithic church of 

Saint Jean, which is situated under-

ground of a cliff that hangs over the 

river Dronne. The church is carved 

entirely out of the rock and at its highest point measures 20m. 

Other interesting historical sites include St Jacques Church, located at 

the top of the village. Partially destroyed by war in 1562, the church 

was later rebuilt in the 17th century. It boasts a stunning 12th century 

Romanesque façade that is decorated with finely sculpted arches.
